The diplomatic (to resolve through discussion) defeat forced Bush to move toward war accompanied by Britain, Spain, Australia and a handful of other nations in his self-described "coalition (group or team) of the willing."

Former President George W. Bush's administration cited (used as evidence) its belief that Iraqi dictator Saddam Hussein's government held weapons of mass destruction to justify the decision to go to war. US and allied (friends of the USA) forces later found that such stockpiles (Storage areas full of weapons) did not exist.
