· Does the author have SIX WORDS on the first slide?
· Did the author choose an image that connects to the explanation on Slide 2?

· Did the author include a name and a picture on both slides?

· Did the author put the same image on both slides (they should be the same.)

· Did you cite errors in grammar or punctuation? Be specific.  
· What do you like about the memoir explanation?  What does the author do well?  Explain.

· What is a general area of improvement on which the writer might focus in this paper?

· Is there anything the author has left undeveloped?
· Do you have a question for the author?

· Do you have a response to any of the other commenters?

· What is one sentence that could be better written?  Give a potential rewrite of this sentence.
A GREAT COMMENT:
· IS clearly connected to the student and or the selection.  

· IS challenging and interesting to the reader—encouraging further study of the selection.

· GIVES meaningful feedback to readers and show an awareness of the conversation being had on the slide.
