Includes…

· focus on a common topic/main idea, which is clearly evident

· quotes used as supporting evidence (at least two for each character)

· opposing ideas expressed by two characters


	
	

	Organization / Sentence Fluency

Includes…

· cohesive flow

· characters responding to each other


	
	

	Voice / Word Choice

Includes…

· distinct, consistent voices of two characters from the novel 

· accurate reflection of the characters’ qualities and mood


	
	

	Conventions  [Spelling, punctuation, grammar]

Includes…

· Grammar that is standardized/conventional or specifically reflects the grammar used in the novel by the character

· logical punctuation and spelling used; otherwise, few to no conventional spelling & punctuation errors unless indicated by “[sic]”


	
	

	Presentation

Includes…

· minimum 10 lines for each character

· MLA formatting including:

· “header” information (title optional)

· citations following quotes & corresponding Works Cited page with a TKAM book listing that indicates the version/publication of your version of book
